Course Description

—Main Course

The student must commit to take the course seriously.

The certification will be issued to students who attended classes throughout the
academic year (both 1st and 2nd semesters). Your score (A-E) evaluated by
attendance/activity/test marks etc. will be included on the certificate.

The student must check his/her email throughout the duration of the course.

Level 1 class

This class is aimed at those who have no or almost no knowledge of the Japanese
language, and wish to acquire the language skills, or experience the language on a
deeper level. By the end of the course, through learning basic speaking, listening, writing
and reading skills, students will be able to: read and write Japanese basic letters:
Hiragana and Katakana, as well as basic Kanji characters; engage in short spoken
discourse about everyday topics; and use basic Japanese structures and expressions in

a given context.

Level 2 class

This class is for those who have completed the GENKI-1 textbook Chapters 1-7, or
have equivalent knowledge of Japanese. It covers basic grammar, and Kanji characters.
By the end of the course, students will be able to engage in spoken discourse on

everyday topics at a deeper level and in a wider context.

Level 3 class

This level is for those who have completed the GENKI-1 textbook and GENKI-2 Ch.13-
16, or have equivalent knowledge of Japanese (approx. JLPT N5 level). More
expressions and vocabulary will be covered, and the focus will be on academic rather
than conversational skills, although verbal communication skills will also be enhanced.
GENKI-2 will be used in the first semester, and “TOBIRA” will be used in the second

semester as an intermediate level Japanese textbook.
